Ms. Kathleen Garvin opened the meeting by welcoming all the attendees.  A copy of the agenda is available at http://dmmonline.dscp.dla.mil/dmminitiatives/datasyncdocs.asp .                      Several individuals not in attendance requested the meeting be postponed; however, Ms. Garvin explained that the committee did not have a meeting in December, and that it was important to hold the meeting monthly to keep the momentum going.  

Ms. Garvin updated the committee on the Coalition for Healthcare eStandards (CHeS) efforts to date.  GHX has said they want to be the Product Data Utility (PDU) for the industry.  The board believes a partnership between GHX, Profile, and the UCC is possible, although GHX seemed disinterested.  Meanwhile, Profile has merged with Comergent.  SAIC and Comergent are meeting with GHX on 24 Jan to discuss GHX’s role and trying to leverage the federal effort.  The CHeS put the PDU meeting on hold pending the outcome of the SAIC meeting.  She said the business case analysis is due at the next CHeS meeting, which will be held during the Healthcare Information and Management Systems Society (HIMSS), 22-26 February 2004.  DSCP is moving forward with a DoD PDU.  DSCP met with BD and O&M during the pilot kickoff meeting 22 Jan 04.  Consorta and Premier have been asked to participate.  The BD pilot kickoff attendees focused their discussions on the implementation of the BD pilot program.  Part of the meeting discussed the “Killer Application” that SAIC has developed. The “Killer Application” would enable a customer in the retail system to highlight a product, click on a button in DMLSS and be directly linked to the product manufacturers’ web site, where the customer would obtain additional information and services.  The application is expected to be demonstrated at DSCP towards the end of February.  Ms. Garvin added that the congressional funding for the long term contract has been received and the PDU SOW is being developed.  

The next item on the Agenda was an update on the Business Case Analysis.  Ms. Garvin told committee members the business case analysis was being internally staffed, however, has been bogged down by commitment requirements.  She expects the analysis to be released during mid-February for comments.  She noted that the business case analysis includes only DoD requirements, and does not include external requirements.

Following Ms. Garvin, LT. Ron David (USN) presented the results of the Medical Supplier Directory Analysis, which the committed had requested.  Medical supply data from Pensacola Naval Hospital, Wilford Hall Medical Center (Air Force), and Dwight D. Eisenhower Army Medical Center (Army), were used to perform the analysis.  The purpose of the analysis was to determine if the Medical Supply Directory was ready for limited deployment to military facilities and into the DMLSS system.  During his briefing, LT. David discussed the analysis design, data relationships and the problems associated with the data collected during the analysis, and provided some overall observations and recommendations. Ms. Garvin asked MAJ Rubio if Rocky Henemyer was working the software upgrade to allow the MSD database to common name be added to DMLSS?  MAJ Rubio said yes, that it was being incorporated into the next release.  Jim Moreland commented that Army had submitted an SCR (21752) through JMLFDC on this.  There was some question as to whether Mr. Henemyer’s efforts were in response to the SCR.  Mr. Moreland also commented that the MDS is hard to get to and stay connected (would time out and require logging in repeatedly), even though the file is a downloadable excel file.
There was some discussion on whether the Data Synchronization effort should focus exclusively on MedSurg items, or if Pharmaceutical items should be included.  Ms.  Garvin will follow-up with COL Buchwald to get a determination.
Ms. Garvin asked Greg Donofrio, JMAR, what was being done to address the standard manufacturer names in JMAR.  This was his first meeting, so he told Ms. Garvin that he would get the information and report back to the committee at the next meeting.

The Department of Veterans Administration (DVA) Data Synch Update was then presented by Mr. John Blankenship.  The DVA has submitted all of their contract names to Emily Bagis and is waiting for them to be updated.  However, Ms. Bagis has not built the field requirements for the info to pass from the DVA system to DAPA because of funding constraints.  DSCP cannot absorb the workload with VA funding.  LT. Ron David asked what the level of effort was to do this work, and was told that the number of records was estimated at 1400 (medsurg and pharmacy).  He volunteered to work with the records if DVA sent the information to him.

Jim Moreland asked if there was any plan to incorporate the Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) into DAPA.  Ms. Celeste Morris said yes, that DSCP was currently loading the information into DAPA now, and will pass it to MECA.  They are trying now to migrate MECA online into the UDR.
There were no updates from Army due to Ms. Dana Baker being absent from the meeting.

MAJ Rubio reported to the committee that the Air Force was proceeding with their data synchronization project.  Data has been collected from two sites (Wilford Hall and Nellis Air Force Base).  First report results from Wilford Hall are in.  Nellis results are due next week.  Preliminary results are consistent with what LT. David has identified in the Medical Supplier Directory Analysis.

Ms. Gail Sanftleben reported on the Status of the DOD.VA Bob Stump Funding.  Ms. Sanftleben told committee members that the deadline for submission had been missed.  The deadline was 9 Jan 04.  There were over 40 proposals submitted, which exceed the available dollars.  Ms. Garvin told the committee that Colonel Buchwald thought probability of getting any funding this year was not very likely; however, there may be better opportunity next year.
The Status of the SCR to Incorporate MSD into DMLSS Product Catalog was deferred to the next meeting because Mr. Rocky Henemyer was not able to attend the meeting.  It was noted that the release is delayed, which will hold up the SCR.  The status will be presented at the next meeting.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 11:20.  Next meeting is 19 February at DSCP Main Medical Conference Room.
