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SP0200-02-R8000 is hereby amended as follows:

Page 4, is amended to state the following:  

“This solicitation is a standing solicitation from which the Government contemplates award of contracts for items as described on page 5 and in the Statement of Work at pages 46-47 of the solicitation.”  There is no closing date for receipt of offers; therefore, offers may be submitted for consideration at any time.  

The Government has commenced evaluation of the offers received by the original closing date of February 27, 2002.  For all proposals received in response to this amendment for a “standing solicitation”, the government will retrieve for evaluation the proposals received from the Business Opportunities Office on a weekly basis up to the time that this open solicitation status is rescinded.

An offer may be rejected if an offeror fails to meet timeframes established by the Contracting Officer either to address clarifications/deficiencies in the offer or to submit a final proposal revision.  A resubmission(s) is permitted; however, it may be rejected immediately if it is still deficient in the area(s) that caused its initial rejection.  See also,  52.212-2 Evaluation – Commercial Items on page 75.

Page 7, is amended to incorporate the following last paragraph:

If an offeror is proposing commercial items that have yet to be sold to the general public, the offeror shall propose unit prices for each such item for each year of the five-year contract, given that the existing EPA clauses as stated on pages 6-7 would not apply.  For these items the Contracting Officer shall determine what cost or price information will be required from the offeror to determine price reasonableness.

Page 43, Paragraph “E” is amended as follows:

Delete last sentence:  “Only offerors not already under evaluation/contract as a results of SP0200-01-R8000 will be eligible for consideration under this first of four “Open Seasons to SP0200-01-R8000.”  Substitute the following:  “This Open Season solicitation to SP0200-01-R8000 is a standing solicitation which will remain in effect until March 13, 2005 unless replaced by an updated solicitation or rescinded.  To reduce the risk of a lapse in contract coverage, current contractors should in general submit a “new offer” as early as 9 months prior to the expiration of their existing contract.  The Government however has the right to award a “new offer contract” any time within the acceptance period specified by the offeror regardless of the expiration date of the existing contract.

Any and all proposals received in response to this amendment will be awarded in accordance with the criteria established in the solicitation under 52.212-2 on page 75.   Paragraph (b) is amended to include the following statement in the last sentence:  “ The Government reserves the right to prioritize award of any critical military field equipment.”  

Pages 46-47 D 21) is amended as follows:

“21) X-ray systems:  a) Dental; b) Veterinary use; and c) Portable, mobile units for field operating use.”

The following paragraph is hereby amended to state as follows:

Under this solicitation the following items are excluded:  Ultrasounds (other than small portable, Magnetic Resonance Imaging Systems, Nuclear Medicine, Computed Tomography, Magnetoencephalography, Pet Scanner, Cyclotron, Radiation Oncology, Lithotripsy and PACs.  In addition the following items are excluded from Maintenance:  Radiographic/Fluoroscopic Systems; Radiation Oncology; Special Procedures – Cardiac Cath & Angiographic Systems; CT Scanners; Magnetic Resonance Imaging; Ultrasound (other than small ultrasound systems) Pet Scanners; Gamma Cameras; X-Ray (other than X-Ray Systems for Dental, Veterinary and Portable, mobile units for field operating use); Physiological Monitoring Systems Hospital-Wide (other than Individual Patient Monitors) and Nuclear Medicine including Cyclotron.

PAGE 72, addenda to 52.212-1(b)(6) is amended to include the following second paragraph:

If an offeror is proposing commercial items that have yet to be sold to the general public, the offeror shall propose unit prices for each such item for each year of the five-year contract, given that the existing EPA clauses as stated on pages 6-7 would not apply.  For these items the Contracting Officer shall determine what cost or price information will be required from the offeror to determine price reasonableness.
