Introduction

1.1 Purpose

Medical Logistics has aggressively implemented Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) to support the ordering of and payment for medical supplies.  This paperless exchange of business transactions occurs between trading partners in the Department of Defense (DoD) Medical Prime Vendor (PV) program.  New implementations to support improvement efforts in the DoD Medical PV program continue to be pursued.  The DoD Medical Prime Vendor EDI Implementation Guidelines is an effort to standardize communication protocols and implementation conventions between trading partners and thus improve business transactions processing.

1.2 ASC X12 Standards

The transaction set definitions included in the DoD Medical Prime Vendor EDI Implementation Guidelines are based on Accredited Standards Committee (ASC) X12 Version/Release 004010.  The transaction sets included in these guidelines represent minimum requirements for the DoD Medical PV program.

1.3 Service Supply Systems

The Army and the Air Force order supplies for their health care facilities through Service legacy supply systems.  

Currently, these systems generate application purchase order (PO) files that are imported to a personal computer (PC) containing an EDI translator module.  The translator module converts the Service legacy supply system PO file into an ASC X12 850 transaction set.  After receiving a PO acknowledgment (ASC X12 855 transaction set) from the supply source, the translator converts the transaction set into an application file or report format for use by the Service legacy system.

DMLSS Release 2.0 will incorporate both a standard EDI and a standard communication protocol in a client/server environment.

1.4 Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support 

1.4.1 Overview

Medical Logistics (MEDLOG) supports the Military Health Services System (MHSS) mission by providing timely resources to enhance health care delivery in peacetime and to promote wartime readiness and sustainability.  To improve MEDLOG business practices, the DoD Medical PV program is implementing business process improvements (BPIs) and a standard Tri‑Service automated information system (AIS) that addresses peacetime and wartime MEDLOG needs.  The DoD Medical PV program is one of the BPIs that was implemented in 1993 and continues today.

1.4.2 Medical Supply Ordering Concepts

The DoD Medical PV program incorporates the following four delivery methods for medical supply orders:

· A just in time (JIT), or Usage (USE) - GEN II contracts, delivery method is used for medical supplies that are routinely used by a DoD health care facility; delivery is normally made within 24 hours.

· An extended delivery order (EDO), or Non-Usage (NUS) – GEN II contracts, method is used for medical supplies that are not routinely used by a DoD health care facility or will take more than the normal 24‑hour delivery time; delivery is normally made within 10 business days.

· A drop shipment delivery method is used for medical supplies that are shipped directly to the customer from the manufacturer.
· A surge delivery method is used for the rapid acquisition of medical supplies to respond to contingency, wartime, and humanitarian operations.
